9. What makes your experience/story/memory different from any one else’s?

10. How often do you recall the past? How much does it influence your life today?

11. What is the object missing to make it a more accurate portrayal of you?

12. Did anyone help you find your objects? 

13. What memories does the object conjure up for you?

14. Is there anything funny associated with your objects?
