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Introduction to TV Production

Music Video Homework Assignment

In order to better understand the art that is the Music Video, sometimes it is best to learn from the professional/popular. However, when you watched a music video in the past you may not have been paying attention from a director’s perspective. These questions should help lead you in the right direction.

Your assignment: watch three professional music videos. You can watch them on TV or online or on a DVD.  You may need to watch the video a few times in order to accurately answer the questions. 

Questions should be answered completely, with specific detail and examples from the video.  The more information you provide, the better your grade will be.  

Answer the following questions for each music video you view on a separate sheet of paper and staple them to this sheet before you hand them in…

1. Artist/Song Title

2. Describe the concept for the video. What is the story being told?

3. Identify three unique shots (angles…)
4. What are the different settings/locations used in the video?

5. What transitions are used to cut from one shot to the next?

6. What ideas did you get for your own video?
7. How often did the camera angle change during the video?

8. What else was shown besides the artist singing or dancing?

9. What elements are used to make the video tell the story of the song?

10. Are there any effects you might want to use in your video that you saw in the one you watched?
