MLA format:

1. Title the bibliography page Works Cited. Center the title on the page.

2. Do not use ANY bold or fancy font.  Must all be Times New Roman, 12 point font.

3. Format the works cited page so it is double spaced.
4. Do not number your citations.
5. Place your citations in alphabetical order.
6. The second line of a citation (and all lines after) is indented. Only the first line of each citation should reach the left margin.
7. When citing Websites: include the title of the web page, the name of the entire web site, the organization that posted it (this may be the same as the name of the website). Also include the full date the page was created or last updated (day, month, year if available) and the date you looked at it. 
8. All pages should include a header with your last name and page number, EXCLUDING the first page.

9. Your first page should be headed with the following information:

Date

10. When referencing one of your sources within the essay, place the author’s last name and page info came from in parenthesis (before the period) at the end of the sentence you are quoting.  If no author, use the first word in the title.
