Objective: Deliver a two-minute news piece about a current and relevant topic that can be inserted in to the daily announcements. 

1. Select a topic
2. Select a person or two to interview
3. Write 5-10 open-ended interview questions 

4. Research 3-5 facts about your topic online
5. Find 5 pictures online related to your topic.

6. Write a creative open and close, along with voice over for your topic 

7. Film yourself (on location) delivering the open, conducting the interview, and delivering the close.

8. Film B-roll footage on what the interview is about to be inserted later.

9. Record your Voice Over.

10. Edit the footage using Final Cut to add appropriate titles (lower third: identifying yourself and the person you are interviewing) 
11. Pull out interesting soundbites from your interview.

12. Export the finished version to the Broadcast Speech Folder (Your Name, Date)

3. What should students keep in mind about homecoming?
