Broadcast Speech
Creating an Opening Sequence

1. For your group, select and assign the following roles:

Director 


Cameraman


Editor


Assistant

2. View sample opening sequences in class. Notice what elements they have in common, critique what is effective about the samples and what doesn’t work. Use these as a guideline to your idea but not a limit.

3. Discuss and brainstorm your ideas as a group. Once you have agreed upon a format, the Director should illustrate and complete the group’s storyboard.

4. Submit the storyboard to Mrs. Smith for approval and a signature.

5. The group’s cameraman will select a tape, camera and tripod to use. Make sure the tape is rewound to the beginning, and your camera is set up properly. Review these techniques with your group.

6. Stage your video, and film your shots. Film more that what you think you will need, as you can always edit out what you don’t want. Try not to play your footage back in the camera, wait until you edit the footage to see what you have.

7. The cameraman should return the camera and tripod to the proper location. Make sure you have the mount that is attached to the tripod, and that the camera is OFF.

8. The editor will open Final Cut and select a NEW project. The project should be titled Opening Sequence 2011 and saved in the Final Cut Documents Folder.

9. The cameraman will give the tape to the editor who will put it into the correct deck and capture your footage into Final Cut Pro.

10. As a group, you will help the editor select the best shots to use, and mark the clip to add that shot to the timeline. Next, add appropriate titles (remembering to add a shadow for depth) and import your selected music.

11. Once the video is finished, export it as a QuickTime to the Public Folder > Broadcast Speech 2011 > Opening Sequence. Title it with the group members names.

Requirements:

Duration = 15-20 seconds

Titles = Proper spelling, legible, shadow, centered

Concept = Upbeat, appropriate, relevant, professional, appeals to the audience
Technique = Steady camera shots, smooth edit points, fade sequence in & out
