Introduction to TV Production
Parts of a Whole Video Assignment

Goal: Create a short video that features 10 different shots. Each shot must reflect a different camera angle and part of an object. The final shot should reveal what the object is.

Pre-Production

1. Determine which group member will be the Director, Camera Operator and Supervising Editor.

2. Choose an object to film.

3. Plan 10 different camera angles of that object.

4. Storyboard your shots by drawing each shot out on storyboard paper and identifying the name of the camera angle below the shot.

Production

5. Film the different shots (parts of the object) and the final shot (the whole object) according to your plan.

6. Make sure to include some handle (pre-roll) when you film.

7. Each shot should be at least 10 seconds in duration.

8. Remember to check your exposure and focus and white balance if necessary to get the best looking shot. 

9. You may use a tripod to increase steadiness of your shots.

Post Production

10. Capture your footage.

11. Create a title screen identifying your video.

12. Edit your shots into a sequence in a logical order.

13. Add transitions between shots if necessary.

14. Add background music.

15. Add a final end credit that reveals the group members.

16. Export your video to the Public folder on your computer as a QuickTime movie. Create a new folder called Parts Video.
