 Speech #5: Persuasive Speech Requirements

⁭ Topic must address a need in today’s society with the intent on creating a better solution to a current problem.

⁭ Speech must be organized using Monroe’s Motivated Sequence, with each step clearly stated and including a proper introduction and conclusion.

⁭ Speech must last from 4-6 minutes. Points will be deducted for speeches that do not fall within the given time requirement.

⁭ Presenter must be dressed in professional attire. (No jeans!)

⁭ Visual aids will not be required, but will add emphasis to the speech. Power point presentations will receive extra credit.

⁭ Minimum of three sources must be cited within the speech. A work cited page in MLA format must be turned in with the final outline.

     The student survey results must be included within the speech as a fourth source.

⁭ Speaking outline must be handed in by ____________________________ .
⁭ Notes used must be key word only. Entire speeches should not be written on index cards.


In order to prepare your speech, you must address certain important issues that accompany your topic. To effectively create Monroe’s Motivated Sequence, answer the following questions about your speech.

1. What startling facts or information have you been able to find about your topic? 

2. What is the problem you are trying to solve?

3. What are some things about your topic that you think your audience doesn’t know?

4. Why do we (the audience) need to know about your topic? (Or, how will knowing/acting on your topic make the audience better?)

5. How does your solution create a better society? What benefits will come from your solution?

6. What exactly is your solution to the problem?

7. What will you ask your audience to do?

8. What would the impact be if no one did anything to solve this problem?

9. What would the world look like if everyone continued to ignore this issue?

10. How can we change society by following your solution?

11. How will the world be different if we all were to do what you are asking of us?

12. What information does the audience need to know in order to act on your topic? (Addresses, websites, etc.)
