Stop Motion Animation

Project Requirements

· Duration of video MUST exceed 01:00 (one minute).
· Do not create excessively long credits or add unneeded logos just to fill the time. These should be complimentary to the video.

· A minimum of TWO characters/puppets/items must be animated.
· You can use old toys, objects lying around the house, etc.

· A creative opening title must be used. 
· You can create a title in photoshop and then import it.

· You can add video into the title.

· You can animate your title to move.

· You can build a title with stop motion (paper, magnetic letters, etc)

· Sound Effects 
· Add sound effects wherever appropriate throughout the video to enhance the “animation”.

· Sound Effect CDs available in class. 

· Light background noise/music 
· Music should not overpower the sound effects or narration

· Music should be appropriate in tempo/theme to the video

· Instrumental music is strongly recommended.

· Consider using ambient sound, or natural background noise

· Voice over OR narration
· You can narrate the action as it is happening, or you can introduce the situation from a third person point of view

· OR You can create a voice over for your characters as if they were speaking

· Avoid mistakes/distractions in filming

· Be aware of lighting - Do not use the flash on your camera

· Shots should be 3-4 frames long each, and consistent

· Use a tripod so the objects do not appear to jump
