2. Detailed storyboard submitted and approved before filming.

6. Preview title screen. (Green Screen)
7. Ending Title Block (black screen/white writing w/ actors names, etc)

8. Violence can be eluded but NOT shown.

9. No weapons used.
10. Remember what you have learned about continuity editing and creative camera angles to help tell the story and develop characters.
11. Elements of a “trailer” as discussed in class. Does NOT tell the whole story; provides a question to be answered, uses titles, voice-over, rising suspense in music, etc.
12. Bring all equipment to school necessary to film (costuming, etc.)

13. If filming out of school, you must follow the same timeline.
14. Professionalism exemplified during filming. Class time is not wasted.

15. Students are encouraged to provide unity and work toward creating emotion in their audience.

16. Use creativity when developing a concept and filming. Think of something that has NOT been done before!
17. Use of “special effects” – advanced editing technique.

18. Steady camera, appropriate shot composition.

19. Adequate audio levels.
