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Self-evaluation plays an imperative role in allowing a person to improve from their mistakes. If people never self-evaluated, they would have to rely on others to evaluate them, and because other people are often busy, this is the least efficient way to go about improving oneself. This is why you should learn the great art of self-evaluation. Self-evaluation is simple and anyone can do it, just grab some paper and pen then write down what you do well, and then write down what you have messed up. Go over what you wrote, congratulate yourself on what you do well, and think about why you messed up and how to fix it. That is all there is to self-evaluation; I will now share what I consider to be my personal strengths and weaknesses, specifically related to the Broadcast Speech class.


I have many strengths in relate to my performance abilities in Broadcast Speech class. One of these strengths is that I am very cheerful. It is important for someone who is being broadcast to be cheerful because if they are not, then they look extremely serious and boring to those watching the broadcast. I always made sure to smile while on camera, and spoke with as much mirth as I could, in order to keep those watching intrigued. 


Another strength of mine is that I have good articulation. Good articulation is very key in broadcasting because if you cannot be understood, then you cannot deliver the news. I articulated well by speaking neither too slowly, nor too fast, but at a conversational speed, making sure to insert appropriate pauses and to pronounce words correctly without mumbling. 


The last strength I have is my confidence in what I am saying. It is important for an anchor to be confident because if they are not confident then the people watching the broadcast will doubt the accuracy of what is being reported. I showed my confidence by sitting up straight and speaking with strength.


I do have some weaknesses in broadcasting. One of my weaknesses as a broadcaster was allowing other’s inappropriate behavior to distract me. When I was an anchor for Fitz News, occasionally some of the camera people would perform silly antics, which would then make me mess up, or distract me from the task I was supposed to be performing, such as reading through the script before filming. Next time, I will try harder to not let their childish behavior affect me, and I will ask them politely to stop doing whatever it is they happen to be doing.


Another weakness of mine is my high opinion of myself. When I was an anchor I believed I was extremely good and would rarely make mistakes. This was detrimental to my mental state because when I actually messed up by saying the wrong word, it caused me distress to the point where it would cause me to mess up again shortly after. Next time I will realize that I am human like everyone else, and that I am completely capable of making mistakes. 


My final weakness is my procrastination. This did not have a direct effect on my anchoring abilities for Fitz News, it did, however, affect how soon my interview packages for Fitz News got finished. Nothing was ever late, but many things were turned in barely on time and not quite as perfect as they could have been. Next time, I will work harder at finishing them earlier and getting footage as soon as humanly possible. 


My initial goals for the class were to improve my speech skills; specifically, speaking conversationally while reading something, and smiling while giving a speech. This class is very important because there are many times after graduation that you will need to use confident speaking: interviews, company presentations, or asking for a raise. I know that I will use my polished skills to better others’ impression of me and to exude confidence when I speak in front of others, whether it is for my senior presentation, or my first interview for a job.
