Speech #3: The Informative Speech

You will present an informative speech to your Public Speaking class.  This speech must be organized using one of the speech structures discussed in class.  This speech should be an expository speech in which you educate the audience about a particular area of interest.

Requirements for Speech #3:

1. Your speech should last from 4-6 minutes.  Your grade will be reduced if your speech is too short or too long; you may be stopped if you go over the time limit.

2. Deliver your speech extemporaneously, which means you should not read or memorize your speech.  Talk to your audience.

3. You will submit a rough draft for review and a formal outline before you deliver your speech.
4. Place your speaking outline on note cards. These will be handed in upon conclusion of your speech.

5. The thesis statement and the specific purpose should be clear and obvious.  Make sure these elements will be both appropriate and effective with your audience.  By the end of your speech, your audience should be able to write down these central ideas.

6. Your speech should be supported by a variety of supporting materials that are relevant and believable for your audience.  A minimum of 3 published sources are required for this speech. Your sources should be referenced within the speech itself and submitted with the formal outline on a Work Cited page.
7. The Introduction and Conclusion steps should be creative and appropriate with the proper elements included.  (Attention Getter, Reason to listen, Statement of Credibility, Statement of Purpose, Preview of Main Points…Restatement of Main Points, Restatement of Purpose, Closure that relates to the Introduction)

8. The delivery of your speech should enhance the speech rather than distract from it.  Be animated, conversational and direct.  The delivery should be appropriate and effective for your audience and occasion.

9. Dress up to present your speech.  Jeans will not be accepted.

10. You will create a visual aide to enhance your speech. Video clips may not exceed one minute and will be factored into your speech time.

11. REHEARSE, REHEARSE, REHEARSE…then REHEARSE SOME MORE!!
