Speech #1: The Introductory Speech


This speech should be delivered extemporaneously from brief notes that occupy no more than one side of a single index card.  Students are not to read their speeches and should use as much eye contact as possible.


Speech Preparation: Each student will write twenty questions that will help them gain insight into another classmate.  Students will then interview the classmate of their choice, recording their answers along with the questions.  These will be handed in for credit. 


Speech Requirements: Students will need to provide basic information such as the name of the person they are introducing, his or her personal interests, hobbies, aspirations, etc.  The speech should not be a routine recitation of biographical data.  Students should be creative in their interview questions and speeches.  Speech should last about 2 minutes. You should time the speech before you deliver it for the class.

Grading: Students will receive participation credit for this assignment.

Sample Interview Questions:


Where do you see yourself in ten years?

What do you hope to become?


What is the funniest story you have about yourself?


What do you do in your spare time?


Do you have any hobbies?


Do you have any special talents?


What do you collect?


What is your favorite movie/tv show/artist?


What three words would describe you?


Describe your family.


Have you ever traveled anywhere? Lived anywhere else?


What is your favorite part about Fitzgerald?


Etc, etc.

Day 1: Write questions, interview and record answers.

Day 2: Rehears the speech. Begin presentations.
